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Multiple Choice Questions for FP1
Teacher Notes

Introduction 

The Further Maths Support Programme http://www.fmnetwork.org.uk/ produce resources for all A-level modules. One of these resources is a set of 10 multiple choice questions with written solutions for each topic. There are some sample resources on complex numbers http://integralmaths.org/resources/my/ provided free of charge on their website on the topics of:

· Introduction to complex numbers

· Equations and geometrical representations of complex numbers

· Modulus and argument

The questions have been produced as tns files for use on the Nspire handheld. Ideas for using these files have been detailed below.
Resources

A class set of Nspire handhelds and a Navigator system is needed to use the resources. TNS files for the topics above are provided along with the FMSP document with the original questions and solutions.
Skills required

Pupils need to be able to open a file and answer multiple choice questions.
The activities

Each activity is simply a collection of 10 multiple choice questions on the three topics above. There are two ways in which these questions can be given to the pupils. 

1. The whole file can be transferred to the pupils using the file transfer tool in Navigator. Pupils can then complete the questions at their leisure. The teacher can then collect the files back in from the pupils and view the results in the review space of Navigator.

2. Individual questions can be given to the pupils using the Quick Poll facility in Navigator and then reviewed in the review space of Navigator.
Here I have listed suggestions for ways in which these questions could be used.
1. Use as an end of unit assessment to review the pupils understanding. When you have collected the files back in form the pupils you can save the results to your portfolio and keep a record of them. The answers to the questions are recorded within the file and you will be able to see a percentage score for each pupil as well as each question.
2. Ask pupils to identify which of the options to each question can be ruled out easily without having to do a calculation.

3. Set the problems as a homework task. This makes for easy marking!

4. Use as a revision task. Set the problems at the start of the lesson and only revise the questions which the majority of pupils got wrong.

5. Match up pupils who got questions wrong with those that got them right to explain to each other how they did them.

6. Ask pupils why somebody might have answered with a particular answer; what are the misconceptions?

7. Use the model answers provided by FMSP to give to the pupils to review their own answers or each others.
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
